Response to COVID-19 infection from May 8, 2023

From May 8, 2023, the status of new coronavirus infection (COVID-19) under the
Infectious Diseases Control Law is scheduled to be changed from a new type of influenza
or other infectious disease to Class 5 infectious disease. In addition to this change, Chiba
University will take measures for COVID-19 in accordance with the School Health and
Safety Law and its enforcement regulations, as well as other school infectious disease
control measures.

Therefore, the behavioral restrictions on COVID-19 measures issued by Chiba
University Crisis Management Headquarters for COVID-19 after January 28, 2020 will
be lifted after May 8, 2023. However, the novel coronavirus infection itself will remain in
existence, and people are advised to take their own countermeasures against infectious
diseases according to outbreak of an epidemic.

In the event of COVID-19 infection, the procedures for students' absence from study will
be handled at student affairs office of each faculty/graduate school, and the procedures for
sick leave of faculty members will be handled at the general/labor affairs office of each
department. After May 8, the period of suspension of attendance and work for infected
persons will be based on five days after outbreak of disease and one day after symptoms
less severe. In addition, those who have been in contact with a person infected with
COVID-19 but have not been confirmed to be infected with the virus will not be suspended
from attendance and work in the same way.

As of May 8, Chiba University Crisis Management Headquarters for COVID-19 will be
terminated.
